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¢ Do not put your trash to the curb in wagons, cages, trailers, or other non-standard receptacles. This is a safety and liability issue.

¢ Place trash and bulk away from your mailbox, parked cars, poles, or low hanging limbs.
¢ Holidays that fall on weekdays cause collection to be delayed one day for that day and the following service days for the rest of that
week. MMWA observes the following holidays: New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day,

and Christmas Day.

MMWA residents are allowed up to two bulk items per week. Bulk items should be placed at the curb , along with your other properly
prepared materials, no later than 7:00 am on your regular collection day.

If the truck is full, or the driver is =
not able to collect the item by himself, the driver should be placing an orange sticker on the material marking the box that reads item pick = ) .
